enya: Murang'a: had generally
sunny mornings followed by cloudy
afternoons then chilly nights.

Meru: was partly cloudy and cool
(23°CI1°C) for much of the review week.
Fowever, midweek the weather was
‘sunny and wamn (24°CH19°C). There was
a significant increase in crop intake 1o an
average of 32tonsiday on a five day
plucking program.

Kericho: had chilly early momings and
siightly wam midday then light showers
in the aftemoons. It was windy towards
the end of the week. Average rainfall re-
corded 4.31mm whie average tempera-
ture were maxmum 23C and minimum
10°C. Crop intake for the week slightly
increased. Factory capacity utilzation
nevertheless remained low.

Sotik: longer sumy spels were_experi-
enced over the week with less cloud
cover. A total of 17.5mm of rainfall was
received in one day. Temperature ranged
from 11°C - 26°C being night and daytime
temperatures respectively. The factory
‘operated at minimurm of fs capacity.

U

ganda: reported a reduction in rain-
fall actiities in most tea growing

areas _compared to the previous_ week.
Rainfall recorded ranged between 6mm to
20.3mm. The average femperatures were
30°C (max) and 18°C (min). Crop levels
declined.

alawi: was cold at night with dear
sunny days and wingy at times. Crop
intakes remain very low.

[ orecast Kemya: Mot part of ne
‘country expected to remai dry during
the forecast period apart from the westermn
and central highiands. Strong winds of
over 25 knots is expected over north east-
em and coastal areas for much of the
forecast period. Highlands West of the Rift
are expected to experience mainly sunny
intervals in the moming throughout the
forecast period. Aftemoon/evening show-
ers and thunderstoms are expected to
occur over few places _occasionally
‘spreadingto several places inthe forecast
period. The Central Highlands are ex-
Pected to experience mainly sunny inter-

vals throughout the forecast period with
occasional early moming cloudiness. Oc-
casional afternoon light showers expected
to occur over few places for much of the
forecast period.

alawi: expect sunny wam conditions

during the day over the highlands
during the forecast period. Nights will re-
mainlocally very cold.

‘anzania: mainly dry_conditions with

occasional periods of rain showers
over few areas and cold nights are ex-
pected during the forecast period.

A review of the weather conditions in the
past week indicates:

Dry conditions prevailed over most paris of
the country, however low intensiy rainfall
was recorded over the highlands west of
the rift valley and coastal area especially at
the end of the period under review. Day-
time temperatures _generally increased
throughout the country. Nighttime tem-
peratures decreased over most parts of the
country.
