Turkey consumes the largest amount of tea in 

the world with 3.5 kilograms of tea per person 

annually, according the latest report by the Inter-

national Tea Committee (ITC),  a non-profit or-

ganisation which is an official source for tea 

statistics. Meanwhile, China tops the list of tea-

producing nations in the world, the ITC said, 

noting the country accounted for 42.6 percent of 

global production with 2.27 billion kgs in the last 

year. China is followed by India, which produced 

around 1.27 billion kgs. Turkey placed fifth in the 

world for tea production with 259 million kgs of 

tea over the past year, the NGO’s report noted. 

Eighty-six percent of the world's tea production 

takes place in Asia; 11 percent in Africa and 

three percent on other continents, it said. Global 

tea consumption and production are projected to 

keep rising over the next decade, according to 

the ITC, due to an increasing demand in devel-

oping and emerging countries.

Tea export shipments fell 3.8 percent to 23.9 

million kilos in August 2018 from a year ago with 

earnings down 1.5 billion rupees or 7.5 percent 

to 18.6 billion rupees. The FOB (free on board) 

value per kilo fell over 30 rupees to 780.19 ru-

pees from 810.93 rupees in August 2017.  “The 

volume of tea exports for the first eight months of 

the year has decreased by a substantial 3.5 

million kilos,” brokers John Keells Plc said.  Iraq 

has emerged as the leading importer of Sri 

Lankan tea with other major importers being 

Turkey, Russia, Iran and United Arab 

Emirates. Asia Siyaka Commodities said the 

declining trend began in May when monthly 

quantities shipped fell compared with 

2017. “Following this slide, the cumulative export 

quantity for the period January – August has 

dropped to 186.6 million kilos against 190.1 

million kilos a year ago,” the brokers said in a 

report. While the rupee value of exports held 

steady at 152 billion rupees, identical to a year 

ago, in US dollars, tea export earnings dropped 

to 970 million dollars in January – August 2018 

from one billion dollars in the same period in 

2017. The approximate FOB value per kilo 

slipped to 5.20 dollars from 5.27 dollars a year 

ago. Shipments to Iran, the fourth biggest im-

porter of Ceylon tea, follows, fell to 14.5 million 

kilos from 17.8 million kilos during this period. 

The UAE, the fifth biggest importer, as a transit 

point handled a smaller quantity of 7.6 million 

kilos against 10.9 million kilos the year be-

fore.  “This is a 30% drop and reflects the restric-

tions imposed on trade with Iran,” Asia Siyaka 

Commodities said. Libyan imports also fell, to 

7.4 million kilos from 8.7 million kilos the year 

before. But tea shipments to Syria recovered 

with quantities rising a sharp 44 percent to 6.7 

million kilos this year from 4.6 million kilos last 

year.

Kenyan farming economy expands at fastest 

pace in two years 

Gross domestic product in East Africa’s biggest 

economy rose 6.3 per cent in the three months 

through June, from 5.7 per cent in the previous 

quarter, the Kenya National Bureau of Statistics 

said Friday in a statement emailed from Nairobi, 

the capital. That was higher than the median of 

six economists’ estimates in a Bloomberg sur-

vey, and the central bank’s forecast of 6.1 per 

cent. “The growth was against a backdrop of a 

fairly stable macroeconomic environment and 

favourable weather conditions,” the statistics 

agency said. The Kenyan economy grew by 4.9 

to devise its own software for reforming the 

present auction system, saying that the regu-

lator would not interfere in the process. 

“Regarding the reform of the auction system, I 

would like to say that the Tea Board will not 

interfere in auction system and things like 

development of a new software would have to 

be done by you.. but we will assist you,” Tea 

Board deputy chairman Arun Kumar Ray told 

the industry at the 135th AGM of the Indian 

Tea Association. Earlier outgoing ITA chair-

man Azam Monem had flagged the facilitation 

of auction reforms as one of the four issues 

for the Union Commerce Ministry and the Tea 

Board. Mr. Ray advised the industry to go for 

product differentiation and rise in productivity 

to improve the industry’s sustainability. Union 

Commerce Secretary Anup Wadhwan noted 

that tea producers were facing challenges due 

to financial viability issues. Stressing the need 

to brand and market itself, he said that quality 

interventions through value-addition, keeping 

the modern age in mind, was the need of the 

hour. The industry also needed to benchmark 

itself against international standards. Mr. 

Monem said that the auction system, which 

was digitised in 2007, needed to be reformed 

to increase efficiencies. He also said that the 

mandatory 50 % sale through auctions needs 

to revoked to enable the industry to derive 

maximum value for its product. He said that as 

part of the auction reform process, the Tea 

Board had recently tasked the ITA to engage 

an expert to work out solutions . He noted that 

while the retail market has nearly double by 

value, prices have remained flat at the farm-

gate level for nearly five years. He also sought 

increase in subsidy on production of orthodox 

saying that incentivisation and hand holding 

by government were crucial for increasing 

exports. Increased production of this high high

-value tea will enable India to compete better 

with countries like Sri Lanka which has a ma-

jor presence in Russia, Iraq, Libya and Syria. 

This, along with green tea, accounts for 50% 

of world tea demand. He was saying this in 

the perspective of increasing exports volume 

and value to at least 300 million kg valued at 

over ₹7,000 crore from around from 250 mil-

lion kgs exports valued at around ₹5,000 

crore.
